The whanau groups meet twice a day for 10
minutes, and extended whanau group times are provided for
particular purposes. Because students stay with the same whanau
teacher throughout their secondary career, the whanau teacher
gets to know them really well.

Attendance requirements

All students are required to be at school during our normal hours
of opening from 8.45am-3.15pm each school day, unless illness
prevents it. All absences are disruptive to learning, and full
attendance helps students achieve well. If your child is going to
be absent, please ring the office before 8.45am so the teacher can
be informed and we know your child’s whereabouts. 1f you are
seeking to remove your child from school for any other reason,
you need the prior approval of the Principal.

Uniform

It is pleasing to see such a high level of compliance with the
uniform regulations. The uniform requirements are published in
the prospectus and the homework diary. If a student is out of
uniform for any reason, they need to bring a note to school,
signed by a parent, outlining the problem, and when it is planned
to be fixed. We have spare uniform items at school, and will ask
students to wear these until the matter is resolved. I thank
parents for their support of the uniform regulations, and ensuring
their students ate correctly dressed.

Primary students are required to wear appropriate footwear. If
the footwear they have is not suitable for running or sport, please
send suitable shoes with the child. We have too many accidents
because children wear bare feet. The pain and distress this causes
can be avoided, as can the time staff spend attending to stub toes,
cuts, and stings.

Sun Safety

We ask that parents supportt us in our drive for sun safety. The
Board of Trustees has provided shade areas in the primary and
secondary area, but we also need students to take individual
protection, through wearing school sunhats (which are part of the
uniform and compulsory in Year 0-8) and sunscreen when
outside.

Stationery

All students were issued with their stationery on Monday, and
accounts will be sent home in the near future. We ask that
students bring all necessary books and equipment to school each
day.

School Calendar

A calendar of school events has been sent home this week.
Please keep this handy for easy reference. There ate four pages
of key information about the school at the front of the calendar,
which I encourage all parents and caregivers to read. The
calendar is accurate at the time of printing, but from time to time
changes need to be made. An updated calendar appears in the
newsletter each week, with the events for the coming three weeks
listed.

Just a reminder of our guidelines about cell phones at school.
The school discourages students from having cell phones at
school, and students bring them to school at their own risk.
Communicating by cell phone is not necessary during the school
day, and can interfere with learning. If students do need to bring
a cell phone to school (eg so they can contact a parent after a
sports practice) we advise them to hand it into the office for safe
-keeping during the day. Students caught with cell phones in
class will have them removed. A repeated breach of the rule will
see them confiscated for 5 school days. We thank parents for
their support in this.
